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Hand Sewing:  Gnome 
Supplies: 

White sock 10-14 in. approximately 

Faux Fur or other fuzzy material for beard. 3 x 3 in. 

Felt for hat 

Pom pom for nose 

1/2 C rice or beans 

Stuffing 

Needle 

Thread 

Scissors 

Glue– tacky, hot, or elmers 

1. Thread your needle. 

Double the thread and 

tie a knot at the end. 

2. Take the felt hat piece 

and fold bringing bottom 

left corner to meet the right 

bottom corner. 

3. Take your threaded nee-

dle and start at the top. 

Poke you needle through 

both pieces of felt.  

Skills: 

Thread needle 

Tie knot 

Whip stitch 

Cut thread/felt pieces 
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4. Start at this corner 

and make your first 

stitch. The knot you 

ties will keep your 

thread secure. 

5. Use the whip stitch* 

and start sewing the hat 

closed.  

6. Continue the whip 

stitch from the point 

of the hat to the 

bottom edge of the 

7. When you get to the end 

tie a knot. You can pick up 

the previous stitch and 

makea loop and tie a knot to 

secure.  

8. Flip the hat inside 

out. 
9. Carefully use your 

finger or a pencil to 

shape the point of 

the hat. 

View 1 View 2 

10.  Take the sock and scrunch 

it down as shown in View 1 and 

View 2. This is to prepare the 

sock for the rice.   

The rice in the bottom gives the 

gnome some weight so it 

stands upright. (hopefully) 
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11. Pour the rice 

into the bottom of 

the sock. 

12. Fill the sock with the 

stuffing.  

Tie the top with the string. 

You may want to cut some of 

the sock to make room for 

the hat that will rest on top. 

13. Fit the hat on top of 

the gnome. Carefully 

glue or sew the hat to 

secure. 

14. Glue the beard close to the edge of 

the hat. Then glue the nose on top on 

the beard against the edge of the hat.  

Decorate as you like. 

CONGRATULATIONS! 

You made a Gnome.
